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In this study« the researcher discusses Saudi Arabia heritage« aesthetic values¢
fine units and vocabulary to the relevant embroidery & ornament: study and analyze
the same to access the contemporary metal murals design. The rescarch problem is
briefed as: is it possible to avail from the heritage embroidery & ornament in the
development of contemporary metal murals with Saudi identity?

This study aims at having contemporary metal murals design inspired from the
Saudi heritage ornamentation to renovate and maintain the same against exhaustion«
where the researcher follows the historical analytical descriptive method in the
theoretical aspect and the experimental method to make applied experiment in the
