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(Abstract)
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The subject of the thesis is to present an analysis of the
procedures of commercial litigation in the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia according to the procedural regulations, in extrapolation
of the articles of the commercial systems in the Kingdom, and its
analysis according to what has been done in the provisions of the
commercial judiciary, and an indication of the problem of the
procedures that can occur as per the commercial judiciary, and
then discuss these procedural and substantive issues and their
rooting in Islamic jurisprudence, and what entered into the Saudi
pleading and commercial systems.

Thereafter, it outlines the procedural and substantive issues that
are specific to commercial litigation, and defines the principles
that govern these Particularity instances, such as the principles of
speed in procedures and credit in dealing, which will enable -
God willing - those interested to reach a perception of the nature
that celebrates the commercial judiciary and distinguishes it from
other districts, in addition to highlighting that nature and
Particularity through the practical reality of commercial rulings,
through judicial applications in the commercial judiciary.
