and ltaly for Farasan Islands and the British position on it from 1912-1914 A.D
or it is known as the Ottoman-Iltalian War. and the British position from it,
especially Italy's striking of the Farasan Islands and the coast of Asir and Jizan,
and ltaly's direction of alliance with the Idrisi and Imam in the war. The research
Focus about declaring the Italian naval blockade of the region and its impact on
the Farasan Islands wich took place at the epicenter of the conflict, including
the major events that ended in the end of the Ottoman Empire’s exit and the
grievances affected by Italy’s policy to confiscate and search ships and the
establishment of the Italian Court in Rome and Britain’s position on its
provisions: procedures and evidence Accusation and response, and the results
of the Italian-Ottoman war.

Farasan, and the British attempts and procedures such as the agreements

between the two countries and between Britain and Al Idrisi and effect this
conflict ultimately on the Farasan Islands.

The study was ended with Kingdom of Saudi Arabia efforts to annex the

Farasan Islands (1926-1934 A.D)at first, for Keeping international powers out
of the conflict by establishing friendly relations With international powers (ex.
Germany - Britain - the United States; and to keep lItaly rival President Britain
and the removal of Britain through the King Abdul Aziz agreements with them
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After the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia got rid of the international powers, it
began unilaterally by annexing the Farasan Islands, and it resisted Al-Idrisi until
his death and cooperated with Al-Hassan Al-Idrisi under the famous Mecca
Agreement , then tend to then tend to entered the military and political conflict
with Imam Yahya which It ended with the Taif Agreement 1934 A.D that throw
it the Yemeni recognition with Farasan Islands Under Control Saudi Arabia , it
is the most important political Achievements during the reign of King Abdulaziz,
may God have mercy on him.
