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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the role of digital platforms in the academic adaptation and

psychological alienation of the scholarship students. The researcher used a survey

approach. The study sample consisted of (532) scholarship students, 36% of the total

new scholarship students to the United States of America and Britain. The researcher

used a questionnaire of academic adaptation and alienation. Psychological, the results

showed:

The current status Of the services provided by digital platforms to Saudi students
on scholarships has a very high role.

The current status Of academic adaptation through the digital platforms used to
communicate with scholarship students came to a high degree in the fields
(maturity of goals - personal effectiveness in planning - mental health - personal
relationships).

The reality of psychological alienation through the digital platforms used to
communicate with scholarship students came to a moderate degree in the fields
(social isolation - alienation from self - helplessness - aimlessness).

The presence of statistically significant differences in favor of the Safeer
platform and Facebook regarding the services provided by the digital platforms.
The presence of statistically significant differences in favor of the Tawasul
platform and the Safeer platform on the role of digital platforms in academic
adaptation.

The presence of statistically significant differences in favor of the Safeer
platform and Twitter regarding the role of digital platforms in psychological

alienation.
